MÄK is pleased to announce the release of our latest product, the RTI Spy. This combination of
Plug-in API and diganostic GUI gives you the power to control the RTI.

Gone are the days when an RTI was considered an opaque black-box. RTI Spy is a window into
the RTI, shedding light on its inner workings.  Through a flexible API and accompanying GUI, you
can reach into the RTI, and monitor or alter its functionality. With RTI Spy, the power to debug
connectivity problems, monitor network messages, and customize behaviors is back in your
hands.

The RTI Spy GUI visually displays diagnostic information gleaned directly from within each Local

RTI Component (LRC) and the rtiexec. Unlike Management Object Model (MOM) based diagnos-

tic tools, RTI Spy continues to provide data even when connectivity is unsure. It can also give

insight into implementation-specific details unavailable through the MOM. You can easily see the

world from the perspective of the LRC - scanning the objects that the LRC knows about, the inter-

actions it has sent and received, and the current state of all FOM subscriptions and publications.

The tool also keeps a log of the federate-ambassador-invoked and RTI-ambassador-invoked

method calls, helping you to solve tricky timing problems. 

The RTI Spy API allows you to build plug-ins to alter, extend and query any aspect of our RTI's

functionality. Many programs have a need for a custom RTI, but few have the desire or the means

to build their own RTI from scratch. The RTI Spy API delivers the best of both worlds.

Through the API, you can change the RTI's "wire format" by implementing new network mes-

sages, tune performance based on your specific requirements, and override

default implementations of key services. Plug in a shared-memory communi-

cation mechanism in place of the default network-based scheme, or experi-

ment with new Data Distribution Management (DDM) algorithms or reliable

multicast protocols. Through the RTI Spy API, you can tailor a proven RTI to

meet your program's needs.
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
